
2. GETTING STARTED

This chapter gives you information about how to start TEdit after
you have loaded al l  the necessary f i les. l t  a lso describes the
various window commands that apply to any Lisp window, the
special  character ist ics of the TEdit  window and provides
instruct ions on how to "spl i t "  a TEdit  window.

toedi-s-Edit
Before you can use TEdit you must load it into your workstation's
vir tual  memory. How you load TEdit  into your sysout depends on
what type of workstat ion you have (1108/1109 or 1186) and
whether you are loading the TEdit  f i les from f loppies or a
network. For instruct ions on howto load TEdit  consult the user 's
guide for your workstat ion.

Startinq TEdit

There are two ways to start TEdit- You can select the TEdit
command from the background menu (see f igure 1),  which
prompts you to create a TEdit  window or br ings up a previously
created one.

When TEdit  prompts you to create a window, a dashed rectangle

with the cursor and a smal l  geometr ic design ( \ .h:  )  at  the
lower-r ight corner wi l l  appear on the screen. Then:

1. Move your mouse unt i l  the window is where you want i t  on
the screen.

2. Hold down the lef t  mouse button and move your cursor to a
diagonal ly opposite corner,  expanding the window unt i l  i t  is
the r ight s ize.

3. Release the button.

This procedure creates a TEdit  window on your screen in the
out l ined area.

After opening the TEdit  window, you can retr ieve the f i le you
want to edit  using the Get command (see Chapter 4, The TEdit
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Menu). or to create a new document from scratch, just start
typing into the empty window-

Alternatively, you can cail TEdit directly from the Exec, which
gives you the opportunity to specify the f i le at the same t ime-
Typing (TEDIT) opens an empty TEdit  window; typing (TED|T
' f i lename) edits the named f i le.

Note: In the Lyric release, the exact syntax of a call from the Exec
depends on the type of Exec you are running. For ful ler
discussion, see the notes on the Exec in the Lyr ic Release
Notes chapter, lntegration of Languages. When typing to
an "Old Inter l isp" Exec, there is no change from earl ier
releases; when using a new Exec, the important
differences are as follows:

r When talking to an Inter l isp Exec, the colons in an XNS f i le
name must be "escaped," using the % character,  e_g.,

(TEDIT'  {PELE%:AIS%:XEROX}(DOC>TEDIT>NOTES.TEDTT: 5)

r When talking to a Common Lisp Exec, you must
package-qual i fy the cal l  to TEdit  as IL:  TEDIT. tn
addit ion, the escape character is the backslash (\) ,  and not
only colons but also the semicolon before the version
number ( i f  any) must be escaped- E.g-,

(  IL:TEDIT'  {PELE\:AIS\:XER0X}(DOC>TEDIT>NOTES. TEDIT\ ;  b)

The two are equivalent,  except that the former is read as al l
upper case, as Common Lisp Execs read case-insensit ively.  In a
new Inter l isp Exec you would use % instead of \  as the single
escape character,  would not need to escape the semi-coton, and
the lower-case letters would be preserved in both examples. This
caut ion should also be noted when copy-select ing f i le names out
of a Fi leBrowser.

As before, i f  you do not specify a version number, TEdit  wi l l  load
the named f i le with the highest version number.

A TEdit  window is divided horizontal ly into three main regions
(see figure 2). The topmost region is the prompt region, *here
TEdit  pr ints messages and prompts you for information. Below i t
is the black t i t le bar;  which labels the window as an editor
window and displays the name of the f i le you are edit ing. The
bottommost region is the text-editing region, where you edit
and format text.

The vertical borders of the TEdit window are also regions having
specific functions. The left border is called the /ine bar, and is
used to select lines or paragraphs (see Chapter 3, Editing Text
"Selecting Text"). The right border is the split-window bar; you
use i t  to spl i t  your TEdit  window into two or more parts
containing the same f i le,  so that you can simultaneously view
different sections of a document.

Note: Do not attempt to edit  text with the TEdit  window
partially off the screen. The effects are undefined.

Activatinq a TEdit Window

A TEdit  window is act ive, i .e. ,  ready to accept typein when a
bl inking caret appears in the window. To put the caret into a
TEdit  window, move the cursor into the window and press any
button. l f  the TEdit  window is buried beneath any other
windows when you activate it, it will " pop to the top. "

Manipulat ing a TEdit  Window With the Right-Button Menu

The TEdit  window, l ike other Lisp windows, can be redisplayed,
cleared, buried, reshaped, moved, shrunk, and closed with the
commands in the r ight button window menu. You br ing up the
window menu by placing the cursor on the t i t le bar of a TEdit
window and pressing the right mouse button. The menu of
window manipulat ion commands shown in f igure 3 wi l l  appear.

Here is how to use the window menu:
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Close

Snap

Paint

Clear

Bury

Redisplay

Hardcopy

Shape

Move

Shrink

Closes a TEdit  wlndow. l f  you have changed, but not saved, a
TEdit  f i le you wi l l  be asked to conf irm closing the window. See
Chapter 4, The TEdit  Menu.

Al lows you to " take a picture" of a port ion of the screen,
including TEdit  menus and windows-

Al lows you to create temporary pictures within a TEdit  window
but i t  does not affect your TEdit  f i le.

Erases everything within a window's boundries- This command
operates only on the display, i t  doesn't  change the document
you're edit ing. l f  you redisplay the window, the cleared text wi l l
be redisplayed; i f  you save the f i le,  the cleared text wi l l  be saved.

Puts a window beneath al l  the other windows that overlap i t -

Redisplays the contents of a window. This command is useful
when you suspect there is a discrepancy between the display and
the f i le.

Instructs TEdit  to format the TEdit  f i le in the window for pr int-

You can use this command to send the formatted f i le to ei ther a
printer or a f i le.

Changes the shape of and/or moves a window. You specify a
new shape and locat ion for the window by fol lowing the
instruct ions on creat ing a TEdit  window, above-

Al lows you to move a window without reshaping i t -  A dashed
rectangle with a black box at one corner wi l l  appear at the same
place as your TEdit  window. Move the rectangle to the desired
locat ion, then press the lef t  mouse button. The TEdit  window
wil l  move to the new Posit ion.

Shrinks a TEdit  window to an icon l ike the one shown in f igure 4-
To expand the icon to the or iginal  window size, select i t  wi th the
middle mouse button. To move the icon, press and hold the lef t
mouse button: the icon wi l l  now fol low the mouse unt i l  you let
go of the button. No matter where you move the icon, when
you expand i t  the window wi l l  reappear at i ts or iginal  posi t ion.

A TEdit  document may contain more text than you can see in the
window at one t ime. You can view this text by using the scro//
bar just beyond the lef t  margin to scrol l the window's contents
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(see f igure 5)- The scrol l  bar can be brought into view by moving
the mouse cursor out the left edge of the window onto ihat 

".""of the screen. The cursor appears as a double-headed arrow
unti l  you begin scrol l ing, when i t  changes shape to point in the
correct direct ion.

The right mouse button scrolls the contents of the window
down; that is, you move closer to the beginning of the text. The
left mouse button scrolls the contents up; that is, you move
closer to the end of the f i le.  The gray rectangle within the scrol l
bar represents the position of the text you are viewing in relation
to the f i le as a whole.

You can control  how far text is scrol led by moving your mouse
cursor to di f ferent posi t ions on the scrol l  bar.  Scrol l ing with the
cursor at the bottom of the scroll bar moves the text about one
window length at a t ime. Placing the cursor at the top of the bar
moves the text about one l ine at a t ime. To produce cont inuous
scrol l ing, hold down the mouse button; release i t  when the part
of the f i le you want to read appears in the window.

l f  you want to skip to a distant part  of  the text quickly,  thumbing
is better than scrol l ing. Thumbing is analogous to opening a
book by placing your thumb at the approximate posit ion of the
sect ion you want to read and pul l ing the book open at that
point.  To thumb the contents of a TEdit  window, place the
cursor in the part of the scroll bar that represents the part of the
f i le you want to read and press the middle button. The cursor

wi l l  become a gray tr iangle point ing toward the window t 3 l .
When you release the mouse button, the text wi l l  move to that
relat ive point in the f i le.  t f  you haven't  thumbed to quite the
r ight place, you can f ind the text you want by scrol l ing. For
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instance, to reach the beginning of a f i le,  place the cursor at the
top of the scroll bar.

Splitt ing a TEdit Window

Sometimes you need to see two or three parts of a document at
once. You can do this by spl i t t ing the editor window into several
pieces (or panes),  each of which can display any part  of  your f i le.

You may move among the panes, making changes in ei ther of
them, whi le edit ing the same document- In fact,  i f  two panes
show the same part  of  the f i le,  edi t ing in one pane changes the
other,  and the caret bl inks in both-

To spl i t  a window, move the cursor to the r ight unt i l  i t  changes
to a smal l  box- Press the middle mouse button. A heavy black
l ine wi l l  appear to separate the top, or or iginal ,  window from
the bottom, where the beginning of the f i le wi l l  be displayed.
The or iginal  and spl i t -of f  windows can be scrol led
independent ly,  but the persistent menus can be brought up in
the or iginal  window only.  Typed-in text and commands affect
the f i le rather than indiv idual  windows.

To unspl i t  a window, move the cursor to the r ight edge of the
spl i t -of f  pane and press the r ight mouse button when the box
appears.
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
